HAMILTON PARK UPDATES AND RENAMING COMMUNITY MEETING

On Saturday, December 4, 2021, from 10:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m., the City will host a
community meeting to present Hamilton Park Renovation project updates and offer
residents the opportunity to provide input as to whether renaming Hamilton Park
should be considered.

A request to change the name of Hamilton Park was received and presented to the Parks
and Recreation Commission. The Commission asked Staff to host a community meeting
to gather community input; area-resident input would be greatly appreciated as the
name change is considered.

The City’s Policy for Naming of Park and Recreation Facilities states, “Parks, facilities,
or amenities which already bear the name of an individual will not be considered for re-
naming, to uphold the original intent of honor and respect, unless substantial evidence
is later revealed that the individual was falsely credited with the honor for which the
facility was named.”

VANDALISM AND THEFT AT CITY PARKS

Over the last several weeks, there has been a dramatic increase in vandalism and theft at
our City parks. Daily, the City’s maintenance contractor and
City Staff are discovering a substantial increase in the number of homeless camps and
graffiti, as well as vandalism of park restrooms, irrigation systems, and theft of
plumbing and light fixtures. Repairs and replacements are costing the City thousands of
dollars, and taking time away from Staff’s ability to take care of the normal
responsibilities and obligations.

As requested by many residents and as recommended by the Parks and Recreation
Commission, the City recently opened restrooms at five additional park locations
(Kennedy, Lincoln, MLK, Montvue, and Ted Greene Parks) during the week as a pilot
program. However, within the first week of the pilot program, vandalism forced Staff to
close the restroom at MLK Park again. The remaining four parks are sustaining
increased vandalism and graffiti, as well.

EMERGENCY BROADBAND BENEFIT PROGRAM

The FCC’s Emergency Broadband Benefit will provide a discount of up to $50 per month
towards broadband service for eligible households and up to $75 per month for
households on Tribal lands. Eligible households can also receive a one-time discount of
up to $100 to purchase a laptop, desktop computer, or tablet from participating
providers if they contribute $10 to $50 toward the purchase price. The Emergency
Broadband Benefit is limited to one monthly service discount and one device discount
per household.
